The Griffin School Foundation purpose is fulfilled, in part, by funding grants that support the improvement of the Griffin Community’s public education and are not supported by traditional funding sources.  In the past, grants have been awarded to support arts, music, technology, athletics, emergency funds, special education and other high impact projects.  
For our fall 2011 Grant Cycle, the Foundation has allocated the sum of eighteen thousand and 00/100 ($18, 000).  For this Grant Cycle, the Foundation remains interested in funding a wide number and variety of projects, as opposed to just a few “big ticket” items.  Please keep that general philosophy in mind as you prepare your grant applications.  
  PLEASE NOTE:  As an aid to your future planning, the Foundation has budgeted eighteen thousand ($18,000) dollars for the fall 2011 Grant Cycle and tentatively budgeted eight thousand ($8,000) dollars for the spring 2012 grant cycle. Our intention in weighting the grant funds this way is so that the items they fund can be used for the balance of the school year. The Foundation reserves the right to change these numbers at any time and for any reason. 
ALSO:  Please prepare a complete grant application. Grant applications that are well organized, supported by any appropriate documentation, and that contain specific dollar amounts will receive greater consideration than those that are vague, contain only imprecise estimates, and that are not well organized or supported by any appropriate materials.

Griffin School Foundation Grant Selection Criteria

Preference is given to proposals that:

· Have matching funds

· Have not been funded by the Griffin School Foundation in the previous year

· Demonstrate the lack of available supporting funds
· Impact a larger number of people in the education community
· Will be used for projects that provide longer term value and/or for the purchase of durable (not perishable) goods.
Grants are not awarded:
· For multiple year commitments

· To religious organizations where the funds will be used in part or whole to further the organization’s religious purposes

· To individuals or political organizations

· For debt reduction (to pay off existing loans)

· To organizations that discriminate with regard to age, gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, national origin, religious affiliation, or presence of a disability.

· For political or lobbying activities

· To other organizations for annual campaigns, capital campaigns, or direct mailings.
